English 


This term we will be covering different areas of English:





Spelling, Punctuation and Grammar


Work based on the Titanic


Discussion and Debate





This unit of work is my favourite for the full year and I am excited to share it with the children. We will continue with Spelling and Grammar each morning to cement the strong writing skills that the children need. The Titanic work will allow the children to be fully immersed into what happened in 1912 and produce some fantastic pieces of writing from this. The children will become characters and passengers on the Titanic, taking on the role of a third, second or first class passenger. Through this work we will complete lots of discussions and debates surrounding ‘Who was really at fault with the Titanic?’ 











Maths


This term we will be focusing on several areas of Maths:


Mental and written addition, subtraction, multiplication and division


Angles and measurement


Statistics





Throughout this half term we will be focusing on all the above skills and embedding previous learning from last half term. The children need to be strong with the four main operations before they move into their next year groups therefore this will be high on the agenda. We will also be splitting Year 5 and 6 children so I can focus on the Year 5s and their angles, measurements and statistics skills ready for Year 6.
