As we are having issues at the moment with School Spider, our new School website, we wanted to share some information
with you via paper Newsletter for this week.

* We look forward to welcoming our new Reception children into school full time from Monday next week.

* We wanted to apologise for the mix up with drop offs and picks up locations this week. Our idea just didn’t work
how we wanted it to so we have changed the plan again. Thanks for bearing with us!

So the new plans are:
Class 1—will be able to enter the yard and line up outside Class 1 conservatory for drop off and pick up
Class 2—Drop off and pick up from the top yard (Manchester Road gate)

Class 3—Drop off from the top yard (Manchester Road gate) and collect from the dirt track (we know this seems a little
strange. The reason is having 3 classes all leaving from the same corridor and door is very difficult and dangerous, so
having Class 3 leave from a different entrance elevates some of the corridor traffic in school)

Class 4—Drop off and pick up from the top yard (Manchester Road gate)

* Please remember we no longer have a staggered start and end time. This was introduced during Covid to help stop
person to person contact as much as possible. Now we are trying to move away from those plans, we have reverted
back to a fixed start and end time. School starts at 8.45am and ends at 3.15pm. Please be vigilant in getting your

children to school on time, It really does make a difference if they are late to class in a morning.

* We have our Sports Leader starting next week who will be helping us deliver our sports afterschool clubs. Letters
have gone home already but, if your child would like to attend their classes club, please complete the form and return
it to the office ASAP. We look forward to the children getting to know Mr Wilkinson.

* Our Breakfast Club is up and running again. If you would like your child to attend please complete a booking form
available from the office.

* Year 3 dinners—Now that our Year 3 children are in Key Stage 2, they no longer automatically receive a free school
lunch, unless they are entitled to free school lunches. ( if you are unsure if they are entitled, please contact Mrs
Wheeler
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in the office and she can help you) Otherwise our school lunches are charged at £2.40 per day. This will be payable at the

end of the week via School Money.

* School Uniform—1t is really important that all children arrive to school in the correct full school uniform/PE Kit.

Please ensure the children wear black, sensible school shoes

Children with long hair should wear their hair tied up. (no novelty headbands please)

Nail varnish/gel nails are not to be worn to school.

* Fruit snack will be available to all children in Class 3 & 4 at break times for 30p. Fruit can be brought from home if
